She studied ceramics at 
University of Manitoba and NSCAD in Canada and graduated from COFA (BA ceramics) and SCA, 
Sydney University (MSA glass). Portnoy has had numerous solo exhibitions and exhibits regularly 
in outdoor public art shows. She has been the recipient of several major awards and public art 
commissions both in the private sector and by various community councils. She teaches 
workshops in Australia, Canada, Turkey, and in U.S. at Corning Museum of Glass and Urban Glass 
NY and Pilchuck, Seattle.
